The Degree Ceremony will commence when the procession of academic staff and
officers of the College and University enter the Prichard Jones Hall and proceed
along the central aisle to the stage. The audience in the Hall will stand as the
organ begins to play the following processional music :

William Boyce
Trumpet Voluntary in D major

The procession will be led by the Chief Marshal followed by two Assistant Marshals
leading representatives of the academic staff of the College. The staffs carried
by the Assistant Marshals are the recent gift of the fifth Lord Kenyon, who in 1981
completed thirty-six years of service as President of the College. Supported by the

ebony staff is a shield bearing the College Coat of Arms and that of the Kenyon
family.

The second part of the full procession, also led by two Assistant Marshals,
comprises those members of the academic staff who will be introducing the
graduands. Each Department has its own Introducer (normally the Head of the
Department) and he or she announces the name of each graduand from that
Department. When the name is called out the graduand walks to the centre of the
stage to receive the appropriate degree of the University of Wales. In the case of
students who have graduated in two subjects the role of the Introducer is normally
taken by the Dean of the Faculty rather than the Head of Department.

The third and final part of the procession is led by an Assistant Marshal who is
carrying the College Mace which is the sign of the corporate authority of the
College. The Mace has a design representative of aspects of the College's history :
the mace-head is made of Bethesda slate and symbolises the generosity of the local
slate-quarrymen who in the early 1880s donated part of their weally wamae +n frred
